WHEREAS, a Cost of Service Study was completed by Sikich LLP, on February 2, 2007
which determined the cost of preparing and serving a warrant is $139.32 and,

WHEREAS, the Ogle County Sheriff and Sheriff’s Committee is recommending the fee
be adjusted to reflect only the cost of serving the warrant which has been determined to
be $38.77.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Ogle County Board that the Sheriff’s
Fee for serving warrants be increased to $38.77 effective June 20, 2007 and that in
addition to the Service Fee, a vendor processing fee of $15.00 for each Electronic
Warrant be added to the Service Fee to bring the total fee for each Electronic Warrant to
$53.77.

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION
IN OGLE COUNTY, ILLINOIS

Whereby, public transportation is an essential public purpose for which public funds may be expended under Article
13, Section 7 of the lllinois constitution; and

WHEREAS, Ogle County wishes to provide public fransportation for its citizens and become eligible for grants from
the State of lllinois or any department or agency thereof, from any unit of local govemment, from the Federal govemment or
any department or agency thereof; and

WHEREAS, lllinois Compiled Statutes 740/2-1 et seq. authorizes a county to provide for public transportation within
the counties limits:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Chairman and the County Board of Ogle County that:
Section 1. Ogle County shall hereby provide public transportation within the Ogle County limits.

Section 2. The County Clerk of the County of Ogle shall file a certified copy of this ordinance, within sixty days after
passage of this ordinance.

Section 3. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval, as required by'
law.

Section 4. That the Lee County Board Chairman is hereby authorized ahd directed to execute and file on behalf of
Lee County, a Grant Application to the lllinois Department of Transportation for the provision of public transportation for the
citizens of Lee and Ogle Counties.

Section 5. That the Lee County Board Chaimman is hereby authorized and directed to execute and file on behalf of
Lee County, all required Grant Agreements with the lllinois Department of Transportation for the provision of public
transportation for the citizens of Lee and Ogle Counties.
