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ORDINANCE NO. 2009-1103

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the public approval of the issuance of
certain Collateralized Single Family Mortgage Revenue Bonds and
certain documents in connection therewith; and related matters.

WHEREAS, The County of Ogle, lllinois, is a political subdivision duly organized and
validly existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Illinois (the “County””); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Constitution and the laws of the State of Illinois, and
particularly 50 Illinois Compiled Statutes 2008, 465/1 et seq., as supplemented and amended (the
“Act’), the County is authorized to issue its revenue bonds in order to aid in providing an
adequate supply of safe, decent and sanitary residential housing for low and moderate income
persons and families within the County, which such persons and families can afford, which
constitutes a valid public purpose for the issuance of revenue bonds by the County; and

WHEREAS, the County has now determined that it is necessary, desirable and in the
public interest to issue revenue bonds to provide an adequate supply of safe, decent and sanitary
residential housing for low and moderate income persons and families within the County, which
such persons and families can afford; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 10 of Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the State of
Illinois and the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act (5 Illinois Compiled Statutes 2008, 220/1 et
seq., as supplemented and amended), public agencies may exercise and enjoy with any other
public agency in the State of Illinois any power, privilege or authority which may be exercised
by such public agency individually, and pursuant to the Act, one or more public agencies
(whether or not any of them are home rule units) may join together or cooperate with one another
in the exercise, either jointly or otherwise, of any one or more of the powers conferred by the Act
or other enabling acts or powers pursuant to a written agreement, and, accordingly, the County
has previously entered into an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement (the *““Cooperation

Agreement’”) dated as of April 1, 2005, by and among the County and certain other units of local





government named therein (the “Units™), as from time to time supplemented and amended, to
provide for the joint issuance of such revenue bonds to aid in providing an adequate supply of
residential housing in such Units (the “Program”); and

WHEREAS, to provide for the Program, the City of Aurora, Kane, DuPage, Will and
Kendall Counties, Illinois (the “Issuer’), proposes to issue, sell and deliver its Collateralized
Single Family Mortgage Revenue Bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed
$600,000,000 (the “Bonds™) in one or more series to obtain funds to finance the acquisition of
mortgage-backed securities (the “GNMA Securities”) of the Government National Mortgage
Association (“GNMA™), evidencing a guarantee by GNMA of timely payment, the acquisition of
mortgage-backed securities (the “FNMA Securities) of the Federal National Mortgage
Association (“FNMA™), evidencing a guarantee by FNMA of timely payment, and the
acquisition of mortgage-backed securities (the “FHLMC Securities™) of the Federal Home Loan
Mortgage Corporation (““FHLMC”), evidencing a guarantee by FHLMC of timely payment, of
monthly principal of and interest on certain qualified mortgage loans under the Program (the
“Mortgage Loans™), on behalf of the County and the other Units all under and in accordance
with the Constitution and the laws of the State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, a notice of combined public hearing with respect to the plan of finance of the
costs of the Program through the issuance of the Bonds has been published in The Ogle County
Life, a newspaper of general circulation in the County, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the ““Code’’), on September 28, 2009, and appropriately
designated hearing officers of the City of Aurora, Kane, DuPage, Will and Kendall Counties,
Illinois, the City of Belleville, St. Clair County, Illinois, the City of Champaign, Champaign
County, Hllinois, and the City of East Moline, Rock Island County, Illinois, have conducted said

combined public hearing on October 23, 2009;





Now, THEREFORE, Be It Ordained by the County Board of The County of Ogle, Illinois,
as follows:

Section 1.  That it is the finding and declaration of the County Board of the County that
the issuance of the Bonds by the Issuer is advantageous to the County, as set forth in the
preamble to this authorizing ordinance, and therefore serves a valid public purpose; that this
authorizing ordinance is adopted pursuant to the Constitution and the laws of the State of
Illinois, and more particularly the Act, Section 10 of Article VII of the 1970 Constitution of the

State of Illinois and the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act; that the determination and

definition of “maximum home value,” “minimum home value,” “persons of low and moderate
income” and the other standards required by the Act are set forth in the origination and servicing
agreement referred to in the Cooperation Agreement; and that, by the adoption of this
authorizing ordinance, the County Board of the County hereby approves the issuance of the
Bonds for the purposes as provided in the preamble hereto, the text hereof and the notice of
public hearing referred to in the preamble hereto, which notice is hereby incorporated herein by
reference, and the conduct of the combined public hearing referred to in the preamble hereto,
which public approval shall satisfy the provisions of Section 147(f) of the Code.

Section 2.  That the form, terms and provisions of the Cooperation Agreement be, and
they are hereby, in all respects affirmed.

Section 3. That the County Board Chairperson, the County Clerk and the proper
officers, officials, agents and employees of the County are hereby authorized, empowered and
directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such documents and certificates as may
be necessary to carry out and comply with the provisions of the Cooperation Agreement and to

further the purposes and intent of this authorizing ordinance, including the preamble to this

authorizing ordinance.





Section 4.  That all acts of the officers, officials, agents and employees of the County
heretofore or hereafter taken, which are in conformity with the purposes and intent of this
authorizing ordinance and in furtherance of the issuance and sale of the Bonds, be, and the same
hereby are, in all respects, ratified, confirmed and approved, including without limitation the
publication of the notice of public hearing.

Section 5. That the County Board Chairperson of the County is hereby authorized to
request unified volume cap from the Office of the Governor of the State of Illinois for the
Program in each of the years of 2010, 2011 and 2012; and the County hereby allocates all unified
volume cap received or to be received by the County from the Office of the Governor of the
State of Illinois for the Program, if any, to the issuance of the Bonds; and that the County, by the
adoption of this authorizing ordinance, hereby represents and certifies that such volume cap has
not been allocated to any other bond issue or transferred back to the Office of the Governor or
otherwise.

Section 6.  That the provisions of this authorizing ordinance are hereby declared to be
separable, and if any section, phrase or provision of this authorizing ordinance shall for any
reason be declared to be invalid, such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remainder of
the sections, phrases and provisions of this authorizing ordinance.

Section 7. That all ordinances, resolutions and orders, or parts thereof, in conflict with
the provisions of this authorizing ordinance are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby
superseded; and that this authorizing ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its adoption

and approval as provided by law.

Ordinance Number 2009-1101
OGLE COUNTY Weight Limit Ordinance

WHEREAS the State of lllinois, by its General Assembly, has enacted legislation
declaring an 80,000 pound weight limit on all roads unless otherwise posted,
and

WHEREAS 625 ILCS 5/15-316 of the lllinois Compiled Statutes provides that
local authorities, with respect to highways under their jurisdiction, may by
ordinance or resolution, prohibit the operation of vehicles, or may impose
limitations as to the weight thereof on designated highways, which prohibitions and
limitations shall be designated by appropriate signs placed on such highways.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Ogle County Board, in regular
session, by virtue of the Act hereinabove referred to and by the recommendation of the
Ogle County Engineer that such postings are required to prevent unreasonable damage
or extraordinary County maintenance expenses, that the operation by any person, firm,
or corporation of any motor vehicle, farm machinery or implement or other object or
contrivance upon the particular road hereinafter set forth shall be limited as follows:

The operations of trucks and commercial vehicles upon said highways of a
gross weight of more than 73,280 pounds and axles over 16,000 pounds shall

be prohibited on:

1. Adeline Road from IL Rt 72 Road to Coffman Road
2. Brick Road from German Church Road to Meridian Road
3. Brookville Road from Milledgeville  Road to Canada Road
4. Bethel Road from Center Road to Church Road
5. Center Road from Flagg Road to Bethel Road
6. Chana Road from IL Rt 64 Road to Brick Road
7. Church Road from Bethel Road to Holcomb Road
8. Coffman Road from Baileyville Road to Rock City Road
9. Holcomb Road from Stillman Road to [L Rt. 251 Road
10.Haldane Road from IL Rt. 26 Road to Union Road
11.Lanark Road from Carroll County line to L Rt 26 Road
12.Leaf River Road from West Grove Road to Montague Road
13.Lowden Road from Flagg Road to Daysville Road
14.Lindenwood Road from IL Rt 251 Road to DeKalb County line
15.Eagle Point Road from City of Polo to Carroll County line
16.Penn Corner  Road from Lowell Park  Road to Ridge Road

17. West Grove Road from IL Rt 26 Road to Leaf River Road






18. Kilbuck Road from Lindenwood Road to Winnebago County line

19. Woosung Road from |L Rt 26 Road to Lowell Park Road
20. Freeport Road from Sterling Road to IL Rt 26 Road
21.Milledgeville  Road from City of Polo to Carroll County line
22.Mud Creek Road from Mt. Morris tolLRt2 Road
23.German Church Road from [L Rt 64 Road to Deerpath Road
24 Pecatonica Road from _IL Rt 72 Road to_Montaque Road

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that whenever by reason of deterioration, rain, snow,
or other climatic condition, roads may be damaged or destroyed due to weight limits in
the preceding paragraphs, the Ogle County Engineer shall be authorized to restrict
the gross weight of vehicles in accordance with the Ogle County “Spring
Posting” Ordinance, and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the Ogle County Engineer shall erect or cause to
be erected and maintained, signs designating by word or symbol the provisions of this
ordinance at each end of the portion of highway affected thereby, and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the provisions of this Ordinance shall not apply
to fire apparatus, emergency vehicles, or to vehicles operating under the terms of
a special permit, and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that upon passage of this Ordinance all previous
resolutions or ordinances imposing weight limitations by the Ogle County Board are
hereby superseded, and

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage and approval as provided by law and when signs are erected and present.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT
ON PROPERTY LOCATED AT 5412 S. LOWELL PARK ROAD

WHEREAS, Mary Love Stuff, 1106 West John St., Champaign, IL has filed a petition for a Special
Use Permit in the AG-1 Agricultural District (Petition No. 03-09SU) to allow a retreat/recreational facility
which will include corporate retreats, business parties, family vacations, weddings and other special
gatherings with lodging house for twelve (12) persons on property located at 5412 S. Lowell Park Road in
Pine Creek Township and legally described as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto; and

WHEREAS, following due and proper notice by publication in the Ogle County Life at least fifteen
(15) days prior thereto, and by mailing notice to all owners of property abutting the subject property at least
fifteen (15) days prior thereto, the Oglg County Zoning Board of Appeals conducted a public hearing on
October 29, 2009, at which the petitioner and her representative presented evidence, testimony, and exhibits
in support of the requested Special Use Permit, and no member(s) of'the public spoke in favor or against the
petition; and

WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals, having considered the evidence, testimony and exhibits
presented has made its findings of fact and recommended that the requested Special Use Permit be granted
with conditions as set forth in the Findings of Fact and Recommendation of the Ogle County Zoning Board
of Appeals dated October 29, 2009, a copy of which is appended hereto as Exhibit “A”; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Committee of the Ogle County Board has reviewed the
testimony and exhibits presented at the public hearing and has considered the Findings of Fact and
recommendation of the Zoning Board of Appeals, and has forwarded a recommendation to the Ogle County
Board that the requested Special Use Permit be granted; and

WHEREAS, the Ogle County Board has considered the findings of fact and recommendation of the
Zoning Board of Appeals and the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Committee, and has
determined that granting the Special Use Permit to allow a retreat/recreational facility which will include
corporate retreats, business parties, family vacations, weddings and other special gatherings with lodging
house for twelve (12) persons AG-1 Agricultural District would be consistent with the requirements
established by Section 9.08(c) of the Ogle County Amendatory Zoning Ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY BOARD OF OGLE COUNTY, ILLINOIS,
as follows:

SECTION ONE: The report of the Ogle County Zoning Board of Appeals, Exhibit “B” attached
hereto, is hereby accepted and the findings set forth therein are hereby adopted as the findings of fact and
conclusions of the Ogle County Board.

SECTION TWO: Based on the findings of fact set forth above, the request of Mary Love Stuff,
1106 West John St., Champaign, IL for a Special Use Permit to allow a retreat/recreational facility which
will include corporate retreats, business parties, family vacations, weddings and other special gatherings
with lodging house for twelve (12) persons in the AG-1 Agricultural District on property located at 5412 S.
Lowell Park Road in Pine Creek Township and legally described as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto,

is hereby approved.
SECTION THREE: This approval of a Special Use Permit is subject to the following conditions:

1. All proposals and representations made by the applicant and/or their representative shall be
conditions of the Special Use Permit.
2. No camping (tent or recreational vehicle) shall be permitted.






3. Outside gatherings shall be discontinued no later than 1:00 A.M. Outside speakers, music,
etc. shall be discontinued no later than 12:00 A.M.

The use shall not become obnoxious or create a nuisance to the neighborhood.

A fence of chain link, woven wire or equivalent or higher quality, shall be installed along

the top of the quarry wall and equipped with warning signs. The fence shall be a minimum
of 4' high.

SECTION FOUR: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its adoption by the County
Board of Ogle County, Illinois and attestation by the Ogle County Clerk.

SECTION FIVE: Failure of the owners or other party in interest or a subsequent owner or other
party in interest to comply with the terms of this Ordinance, after execution of such Ordinance, shall subject

the owners or party in interest to the penalties set forth in Section 9.10 of the Ogle County Amendatory
Zoning Ordinance.
