S. Beitel is also going to be sending out letters to the schools in the county offering to come 


and speak with children and adults about Ogle County E9-1-1.   


 


E9-1-1 Coordinators Report: 


 


E. O’Brien reported to the members that he enjoyed going to Springfield for “911 Goes to 


Springfield”.  He stated that he appreciated the work that Coordinator Beitel does while down 


there, working for 911.  He felt that we did make somewhat of an impact on the legislators 


about our issues. 


 


S. Beitel reported that Illinois NENA had 2 House Bills that had been submitted, however, they 


did not make it out of Rules.  Chairperson Barbara Currie, from Chicago, didn’t feel that there 


was any urgency for our bills.  What she failed to realize was that the sunset clause on our 


wireless legislation, specifically our wireless surcharge, expires next year.  We will continue to 


contact and inform our legislators.  Ogle County is very fortunate, we have great legislators in 


Senator Christine Johnson, Senator Tim Bivins, Representative Bob Pritchard, Representative 


Jim Sacia, and Representative Jerry Mitchell.  They have all been supportive of our issues. 


The Illinois Telephone Association and the Illinois Commerce Commission are fighting against 


our legislation, however, they refuse to come to the table and work with us to get a solution.  


We will be writing the Governor and the Lt. Governor requesting that they make the ICC come 


to the table and talk with us. 


 


We spoke with our legislators about the “sweeping” of the 911 Wireless Carrier Funds by the 


governor.  We informed them that the new federal “D block” or also known as the Jobs bill has 


allocated $115 million dollars for 911.  By the governor sweeping that fund, it makes any 911 


agency in Illinois ineligible for any of that funding for 18 months.  This has happened with the 


last 2 governors.  We will also be writing to the Governor and the Lt. Governor asking for 


them not to sweep that fund.  


 


S. Beitel spoke about the IIT Conference which is usually held in October, however, this year it 


will be from September 10-13
th


, 2012.  This is supposed to be an excellent technical 


conference.  We have it budgeted for 2 people to attend.  S. Beitel will not be able to attend due 


to the date change.  E. O’Brien has expressed interest in attending. 


 


S. Beitel informed the members that Ogle County Treasurer John Coffman was able to find a 


bank to make a 1 year investment with some of our funds.  He purchased a CD for $500,000 


from the St. Valley Bank, with an interest rate of .55%.  
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A motion by E. O’Brien and seconded by B. Brass for adjournment.  The motion carried and 


the meeting was adjourned at 6:47 pm.

Roe felt that it doesn’t make sense to close a prison and cut the programs that keep some of the 


individuals out of prison. He would like to see the money saved from a prison closure be put into the 


programs. 


 


State’s Attorney Roe briefly informed the Committee of a new law suit regarding a federal inmate that 


was housed in our Correctional facility. The inmate alleges that he injured himself while here and has 


filed suit against Sheriff Harn and the jail superintendent. Roe stated it was turned over to the insurance 


company and they will be providing our legal attorney.
