Web Site Update:   
• We had 3,715 unique visitors to the website in the last month which is a 6.4% increase over the previous month. 


These visitors viewed an average of 3.48 pages.  84.03% came via search engines (Google was #1); 9.33% came via 
referring sites (Facebook was #1) and 6.64% was direct traffic.  The rotating Adwords landing pages sent 1,600 
visitors to our site which is also an increase and these resulted in 96 click-thrus to information on accommodations 
and 62 click thrus to information on attractions.  


• The Trail of Terror website traffic has increased 427% in the last month with 46.15% coming via referring sites 
(Facebook was #1); 37.18% via search engines (Google was #1) and 16.67% was direct traffic from people typing in 
trail-of-terror.com.

• During Sept. we sent out 275 packets of information as a result of requests off the website, phone calls & Midwest 


Living.  
• We have sent out 255 TOT brochures as the result of requests off the website. 
• The final Spring-Summer Illinois Getaway Guide leads came in last week and we sent out a total of 4,212 packets and 


had 3,629 people download our e-brochure making a total of 7,831 requests as a result of our ad.

2) Old Business: 
♦ Early Retirement Options: Gouker distributed 3 hand-outs early retirement package from 2011 and the savings 


they earned. Welty asked for clarification of the spreadsheet; Gouker stated these amounts do not include the 
comp. time pay-outs. Welty asked if departments were even interested in this again; Gouker stated he has had 
some inquiries. Gronewold stated he has a problem with offering the package due to the economic situation; 
Welty agreed. Hopkins is not sure of the savings. White does not believe it is appropriate this year. Discussion 
continued. A committee consensus agreed the County should not offer the program this year; Gouker suggested a 
motion and vote should be placed on the record. Motion by Welty not to offer a early retirement package this 
fiscal year, 2nd by Gronewold. Motion carried. 
 


♦ FY 2012 Budget: Gouker distributed an updated budget proposal and asked what the Committee wanted to start 
out with; White distributed a hand-out regarding service contracts and asked if they were going to be included 
with the Long Range budget instead of the Building & Grounds’ budget. Huntley asked what the LR budget is 
projected at now. Gouker stated budget is not included in the General Fund and will be approved by its committee 
and discussed here after the General Fund budget is completed. White stated LR already proposed $85,000 of 
spending for 2012. Gouker stated any spending included with the LR budget, needs to be checked against the 
wording of the original Long Range Capital Improvement Fund resolution to see if these items qualify as 
allowable expenses. Hopkins believes it is time to reevaluate that resolution. Gouker stated the Committee needs 
to come to an agreement on this year’s budget. White feels next year’s budget will be tougher. White stated the 
proposed budget needs to be cut and subsidized from LR or Solid Waste; Hopkins agreed. Gouker asked if 
maintenance contracts will be from LR; White agreed some fall under infrastructure but not all. Discussion 
continued. 
 
White stated a line for service contracts of hard items needs to be in LR. Welty believed they should be left in the 
department budgets; if funds are used from LR, then it just needs to be transferred from the LR budget to the 
General Fund and then spent from the department budgets. Discussion was also held regarding usage of the $1.8 
million in interest from the SW fund. Motion by White to approve a transfer from Long Range budget to General 
Fund for vital maintenance service contracts of permanent infrastructures, 2nd by Williams. Discussion followed 
regarding vital maintenance service contracts. Motion by Gronewold to table the previous motion until the 
departments can be contacted about all of the maintenance contracts for the COunty, 2nd by Finfrock. Motion 
carried.

1) Call to Order: Chairman Gouker called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m. Present: White, Finfrock, Gronewold, Welty and 


Hopkins (left at 10:40). Others: Barnes, Kilker, Boes, Colbert, County Clerk Becky Huntley, Coroner Lou Finch, 
Treasurer John Coffman, County Engineer Curtis Cook, Assessor Jim Harrison, Health Dept. Administrator Doreen 
O’Brien, Focus House Director Mike Dale, Director of Court Services Greg Martin, Circuit Clerk Ron McDermott, 
Judge Robert Hanson, Judge Michael Mallon (arrived at 9:53) and Vinde Wells,. Absent: Williams. 
 


2) Old Business: Gouker informed the Committee that Mr. Mudge will be attending the LR meeting for a presentation on 
the energy contracts; he suggested that the members attend LR if they have any questions or concerns. Coffman also 
stated that an additional $23,844 needs to be added into the Insurance line. 
 
FY 2012 Budget: White stated that as far as raises go, he feels that some employees need to be brought up to their 
minimum level on the Personnel Salary Schedule. Finfrock stated we need to get employees up to their salary level and 
look at cutting other areas of the budget. Huntley stated there needs to be a distinction between union and non-union 
employees because the Sheriff’s contracts are already signed and reminded the Committee that roughly 20-30 employees 
make up the County’s non-union staff. White stated if the union gives raises, then they have the possibility of lay-offs. 
Gouker distributed a salary comparison of 2011 with 2012. Welty stated that we have two options; reduction in service 
levels or money from reserve funds. Gouker said the public expects a certain level of services and we should also look at 
reduction of benefits. White stated payroll is the highest expense and health insurance is next. Hopkins stated it is too late 
to start discussing health insurance changes. Welty suggested looking into a 4 day work week or furlough days. White 
stated the 4 day week only affects some employees, not all and said he’s not in favor of it due to small amount affected; 
he suggested reviewing vacation/sick days and employee health insurance contributions instead. Gouker said flexible 
work schedules would allow a 4 day work week without closing offices for a day and could be used in most departments. 
Huntley said of the $1.5 million deficit, $400,000 is new non-salary expenses; what are they? Finfrock asked if the 2012 
proposal is the best estimate in each line by the department head. Boes asked if the requested salary amounts are actual 
dollar amount needed. Gronewold suggested giving the departments their bottom dollar amount and letting them 
distribute amongst their budget. Discussion was held regarding reopening union contracts. Gouker said we could request 
re-opening, but it is up to the unions and we should not tie budget cuts to a possible contract re-opening; it is not 
something we control at all; the County has to budget what is best for providing the best level of services to the taxpayers 
and residents of Ogle County. Welty questioned out-sourcing services. Gouker said the committee needs to discuss salary 
line items and then non-salary line items; instead of the other way around, as has been done in the past; dealing with 
salaries last then means all the balance of savings must come there. 
 
Finfrock questioned what the board impact was on union negotiations; Welty stated board only approves Sheriff and 
Health Dept. contracts. White questioned the need for the Rochelle courtroom; Judge Mallon stated the County does not 
incur that much cost with the Rochelle courtroom and it originally started many years ago so the City of Rochelle did not 
have to send its officers to Oregon. Judge Mallon said total costs could be more due to missed court dates and having to 
issue warrants. Finfrock questioned how dedicated funds affect the budget. Boes stated we will run out of a place to dip 
into very soon; that we don’t have revenues to support pay raises. Discussion was held regarding savings if vacation 
schedule is reduced. Welty agreed with Gronewold’s previous statement about reduction in bottom line per department 
and let the dept. head decide where to cut. Gouker asked the Committee to bring their scenarios for next Wednesday’s 
meeting.

♦ Monthly Insurance Report: Mr. Query stated there is no current claims, however he was just 


informed about the New World server crash and will look into the coverage  
♦ Health Insurance: Mr. Query distributed a folder of information regarding the various items. 


 
Concierge Service: Mr. Query briefed the Committee regarding the Concierge service and the 
annual cost would be $7,920. It has an estimated return of 2:1 to 5:1. Mr. Query stated the 
penalty for not calling the service would be added to the amount the patient would pay by 
decreasing the insurance payment to doctor by $250. Gouker asked, since this service is 
performed by the same call center as the pre-certification call, if the Concierge service would 
automatically be recommended when one calls in for pre-certification, which would increase its 
use. Mr. Query said he would check to see. Rypkema questioned who would be responsible for 
the $3 monthly rate; Coffman stated it would be covered by the insurance fund line. Gouker 
reiterated it is not paid from the General Fund.  Motion by Welty to recommend implementation 
of the Concierge service, 2nd by Williams. Gronewold questioned if there is tracking of who 
declined; Mr. Query stated the program is fairly new however he feels it should have reporting 
resources available. Gouker stated the County can terminate this program at any time. Motion 
carried.  
 
Wellness Programs: Welty asked if Mr. Query had any recommendation of the programs; he said 
overall he felt that Rochelle Community Hospital’s program was good; however any wellness 
program carries a long term savings not immediate. Mr. Query stated the Tangerine Wellness 
focuses more on weight loss. Discussion continued on the implementation of a wellness 
program. Welty suggested tabling the Wellness programs till next year; Committee agreed. 
 
Deductible Options: Mr. Query stated the current deductible is $500 and he gave a brief 
description of a health savings account. The money contributed to a HSA is pre-tax and can carry 
over year after year. Discussion continued on the benefits of an HAS. Sheriff Harn stated the roll 
over option and the fact it is transferrable are huge selling points. White questioned if the County 
would contribute as well. Welty stated he is in favor of the HSA with an increase in deductible. 
White would like to explore the option more and get feedback from employees. Welty felt it has 
good opportunities for both employer and employee. Gouker stated that due to timing issues, we 







look further into implementing it for 2013. Welty suggested continue to move forward with it 
and get it ready for implementation January 1, 2013.

Mr. Query explained his 2nd page of his report regarding the 
deductibles, HSA accounts and Concierge Program. Mr. Webber gave suggestions to encourage 
the program usage; $250 penalty if no call was placed or County pays travel expenses if the 
recommended doctor was used. Discussion continued, including use of a wellness program. 
Welty stated he is in favor of the health screening one. Treasurer Coffman stated he is inquiring 
into KSB’s wellness program. It was stated that the expense would come from the insurance fund 
and it would not be an annual general fund budget expense. Mr. Webber recommended it every 3 
years since we have little turn around. Mr. Query and Mr. Webber stated they would bring 
additional information regarding deductible choices, HSA options and the Concierge and Health 
Screening programs and costs. Gouker stated to the committee, since changes like these need to 
be effective 1/1, that a final decision should be made at the October meeting.  
 
Treasurer Coffman distributed a copy of the health care plan amendment and stated the changes 
are due to new health care laws. Motion by White to recommend approval of the Compliance 
Amendment to the Ogle County Health Care Plan, 2nd by Finfrock. Motion carried. Welty 
questioned the schedule of benefits as shown in the Amendment, and if adoption of the 
Amendment precludes benefit changes. Mr. Webber mentioned benefit changes can be made at 
any time, but typically are made effective for the beginning of a benefit calendar year. 
 







Treasurer Coffman distributed a health insurance history report which included percent of claims 
vs. percent of premium for the various entities under the County health insurance. Coffman 
stated that the premium rates need to be discussed; he is recommending a 7.4% increase. He isn’t 
recommending the 12.8% increase because it is uncommon that we have met our max 2 years in 
a row on claims. Gouker stated that whatever increase we adopt, will also increase the general 
fund budget by that percentage, and that a 12.8% increase in cost would only occur if we had a 
second high claim year, like the current one, which Webber had stated is rare for consecutive 
worst possible years. Gouker said that if actual claims exceed a lower premium increase, the 
difference could be absorbed by the insurance reserve fund, which Coffman stated was sufficient 
to do, without jeopardizing the reserve fund. Because of this, and due to the fact the budget 
might allow small salary increases this year, if any, Gouker suggested a 5% increase. White 
suggested maybe a 6.4% increase, half of the max. Welty stated he cannot support either 
suggestion. Motion by White to increase the health insurance premium 5% effective November 
1, 2011 for outside agencies and December 1, 2011 for Ogle County Employees, 2nd by Hopkins. 
White requested a roll call. Roll Call: Gronewold-yes, Hopkins-yes, Welty-no, White-yes, 
Finfrock-no and Gouker-yes. Motion carried.

Gouker also 
pointed out that #3599 – Zoning Licenses & Permits were increased by Reibel due to the Baileyville permits 
that are anticipated next year. Discussion continued regarding Dept. 62-Emergency Communications; 
decision is to zero out line #3900. With those minor changes revenue total is at $11,485,946.18 
 
Williams questioned the tower rent and Sheriff Harn stated the contract expires at the first of the year and he 
is looking into some changes on the contract. Finfrock questioned if the departments are obtaining any 
grants; Treasurer Coffman stated that various departments already do receive grants however they are not 
part of the general fund. 
 
Expenses:

Finfrock questioned the 
travel expense line when the previous years have never reached $4,000. White questioned the zeros in office 
equipment and office equipment maintenance lines. 
 
Finfrock 
questioned the part-time staff; Coffman stated he has 2 part-time employees who job share and 1 seasonal 
employee.

Gouker then distributed a salary summary per department and asked the Committee if they would like to 
tackle that issue first, since it represents more than three-quarters of total expenses and with such a large 
deficit, we need to discuss the obvious impact of salary increase requests. White stated he will find it 
difficult to give raises with a potential lay-off as a result. Finfrock asked if we were talking about increases 
or bringing employees up to the salary schedule. Gouker stated the department requests include some of 
both and that we really need to look at raises in some of the departments where employees have not had any 
raise during the last four years. Hopkins stated the County has very good employees and we should use the 
funds from landfill. Gouker stated the economy is improving but improving slowly and that using reserves 
has been done the last few years and the economy will be sub-par for several more years, we need to get on 
a current account balance budget. Gronewold stated only part of the deficit comes from salaries. White 
suggested they finish looking at the dept. budgets and then decide where to go from there. 
 
Circuit Clerk Dept – Gouker stated that the 2011 figures do include the amendments granted. Hopkins 
questioned the big jump in salary line; McDermott stated that it included figures that were not included in 
2011 budget. Gouker said when compared to the total department salaries for this year, the increase will be 
3%.  Finfrock questioned if office equipment can be purchased from dedicated funds; McDermott said yes. 
 
Probation Dept – Hopkins questioned if there were any staffing level increases; Martin stated no. Finfrock 
questioned if the contract stated any raise; Martin stated no. 
 
Focus House Dept – Gouker pointed out the increase in salaries and the addition to the telephone expense 
line. Dale stated that the telephone expense line is used to pay all utilities not just telephone service. Gouker 
stated these expenses have been paid from the Dependent Children’s Fund for several years, except 2011. 
White questioned the out-of-county client boarding fees. Gronewold questioned why part-time is so high; 
Dale stated they have more part-time employees vs. full-time employees and therefore no benefit costs. 
 
Assessment Dept – Gouker stated the only increase in this budget was for salaries. Harrison stated that it 
included the salary that was cut from the current budget due to a retirement and he would like to fill that 
position in 2012. Finfrock questioned the percent of increase for salaries; Gouker stated this is one of the 
departments that have not had any raise for the last four years. Harrison stated he requested 6%. Finfrock 
also questioned his office supply expense line; Harrison stated majority of that are postage expenses for 
assessment notices. White questioned why the Board of Review has an office supply expense line; Harrison 
stated by state statue the Board of Review is responsible for the senior freeze and other various items and he 
feels those expenses should be kept separate from his regular budget. 
 







Zoning Dept – Gouker stated the only change is in salaries. 
 
Sheriff Dept – Gouker stated the spreadsheet includes $110,000 salary adjustment twice and $110,000 needs 
to be removed. Finfrock questioned vehicle maintenance expense line. Hopkins questioned the 911 
Coordinator salary; Harn stated he is looking into more revenue funds from 911. 
 
Coroner Dept – Finch stated the amount included money that was cut from the current budget plus an 
increase to bring his staff up to the minimum level on the Personnel Committee’s salary schedule.

6) Old Business: 2012 Budget: Martin addressed the Committee regarding the Finance Committee’s process on 
the budget and still no direction has been determined as far as salaries go, which has caused him to push off 
the first union negotiation meeting scheduled. Martin stated that there has been discussion about the Focus 
House utilities and where they should be paid from; Dale had them budgeted from the General Fund 
however Gouker has questioned the change from Dependent Children’s Fund as it has been done in previous 
years. Kilker stated she would like to see a report that gives information regarding the dedicated funds; like 
the expenses paid out and revenue deposited in each month. Martin stated that the Dependent Children’s 
fund is used for numerous items, not just Focus House. He stated that Probation and Focus House both 
prepare a budget for the usage of Dependent Children’s fund. 
 


7) New Business: Fee Structure for Focus House: Martin distributed a copy of the “Focus House Operational 
Costs” worksheet that was drafted. He also mentioned that they did elect not to have an increase in fees last 
year. Dale explained the worksheet and informed the Committee that currently the fees for out-of-county 
residents are $100 per day for regular placement and $130 for special needs placement. The difference 
between the two are “special needs” is for certain crimes that require special counseling or monitoring such 
as sex offenders. Dale stated they would like to have the fees increased to $115 for regular and $150 for 
special needs placement. Discussion continued regarding what other placement centers charge; Dale stated 
that other centers have different programs and received different grants but we still are lower. White asked if 







the Probation Dept uses the Dependent Children’s fund, Martin stated they do. DeArvil asked where the 
money from fundraisers go; Dale stated they are included in the “Donation/Grants” total. Martin stated he 
gives a quarterly report to Coffman regarding the accounts in Focus House. Motion by Nye to change the 
fees for out-of-county placements from $100 per day to $115 per day for regular placement and from $130 
per day to $150 per day for special needs placement effective December 1, 2011, 2nd by Saunders. 
Discussion continued; Saunders asked Judge Pemberton for his opinion on the effect the increase would 
have on placements. Judge Pemberton stated from his point of view, there would be no effect. Dale stated 
that typically the Probation Dept chooses the facility and Judges grant it. Barnes stated that everything has 
gone up in prices all around. Roll call vote requested. Roll call: Saunders-yes, Kilker-yes, Nye-yes, Colbert-
yes. Motion carried. White stated that he hopes placement is based on program reputation not cost. 
 


8) Next Meeting Date: Discussion was held regarding the meeting time. Consensus is to have the meeting at 
5:00 p.m. next month. 


 
9) Adjournment: Since no further business was before the Committee, Chairwoman Colbert declares the

Clemens and Mike Mudge. 
 


2) Approval of Minutes – September 2011: Motion by Barnes to approve the minutes as presented, 2nd by Simms. 
Motion carried. 
 


3) New Business: Utility Cost Presentation: Williams asked the agenda be changed to allow Mr. Mudge to give his 
presentation first; Committee agreed. Mr. Mudge gave a brief summary on the utilities and what companies 
presently hold the contracts. He stated that it is hard to calculate an exact savings amount due to not all 
companies hold a fixed rate but he estimated approximately $60,000 in the past 4 years. Gronewold asked if he 
thought it would be beneficial to have an energy consultant come to do a study; Mr. Mudge stated he felt that the 
Courthouse and Judicial Center are pretty energy efficient, that the buildings in question would be the Sheriff’s 
admin building and the Pines Rd. Annex. However he wouldn’t do the studies if we felt that we would not be 
occupying those building in the future years. Mr. Mudge stated that the biggest user was the Judicial Center and 
he sees an improvement in the usage. DeArvil asked if by jumping between suppliers if that jeopardizes the 
discount, Mr. Mudge stated it does not. Williams asked if there is a transmission line charge; Mr. Mudge stated 
yes however he has been comparing equally amongst providers. Mr. Mudge distributed an energy strategy 
information sheet. Williams suggested that Mr. Mudge gives an annual presentation, preferable in July that way 
they have the information for budget preparation. Williams thanked Mr. Mudge for his time. 
 


4) Discussion & Approval of Long Range Invoices: Williams briefly went down the list of bills to be paid this 
month; then he questioned the use of LR funds to pay for software. Discussion was held regarding the recent 
New World server crash; Williams asked if those bills could be turned into the insurance company as a claim. 
Treasurer Coffman stated he had not, but will look into it. Williams also stated that there is two more Kronos 
bills to be added in; Treasurer Coffman stated that so far roughly $42,000 has been spent on the New World/time 
keeping project. He also stated that with these additional bills it would be over roughly $7,000. Discussion 
continued. Motion b y White to approve the Long Range invoices totaling $29,995.24, 2nd by Simms. Motion 
carried.

Williams stated he is having a tough time agreeing with software 
items being paid from Long Range funds. Harn disagreed and stated that technology is needed to run these items.

White 
questioned if DevNet is considered a service contract; Williams stated no. Gouker agreed that it wasn’t either. 
Williams suggested maybe a 50/50 split on software service contracts. Treasurer Coffman stated they need to at 
least include the switches in the Long Range budget under service agreements; Committee agreed.

Development Center and Susan Loyd of Lutheran Social Services of Illinois 
  
The Chair announced a quorum. 
 
Approval of Agenda: Dorothy Bowers moved to accept the agenda with the additions under 
new business to include a Moratorium for one year on the submission of Mid-Year Reports 
and Retention and Destruction Policies.

After reviewing the financial reports for September.  A motion was made by Dorothy Bowers 
to approve the financial reports for September. Laura Medlar seconded.   Motion carried 
seven ayes, no nays and two absent. 
 
 
Officer’s Reports: 
 
Kathe Wilson reported that she has met with the HEW Committee on Wednesday August 24th 
and we will have a report later in the meeting 
 
Newspaper article for September is Village of Progress.  
  
Dorothy Bowers had nothing to report regarding our newsletter to the County Board. 
 
Louise Hall of the Community that Cares Program reported that on August 17th they were 
informed that they had been awarded the five year grant from the Illinois Children’s Foundation 
(ILCHF) in the amount of two million dollars to be used for a five year project.  All of the 
programs have been approved and they are now ready to take applications.  They will be hiring 
someone for each of the Counties to develop the programs.  The purpose is to evaluate children 
from pre-birth to age 18 for physical, emotional and social needs.  Lots of evaluations and 
excitement. 
 
Kim James is going to ask Amy Adams of ILCHF to come and speak to us again regarding the 
Community that Cares grant. 
 
Dorothy Bowers of the Shinning Star Program reported that they will be meeting at the end of 
the month of September, but she will be attending another meeting and not be available to attend. 
 
Kathe Wilson and Bill Welty looked over the Funding Application and made some changes and 
copies will be sent to the board for review and discussion at the next meeting.   
 
The review of the Mid-Year Report to be discussed later in the agenda. 
 
Unfinished Business: 
 
The video “ A Crises in Caring “ no new showings. 
 
Kathe Wilson tried to explain how the funds available to the 708 Board are arrived at.  John 
Coffman told her that one-third of the money comes from Exelon and the remainder comes from 
the general fund.  At this time Exelon will only pay $.74 for every one hundred dollar ($100.00) 
that they are evaluated at.  If we ask for more money then it would have to come from the county 
fund and they feel they would have to raise taxes to do that.   After much discussion it was 
decided that we do not have a clear answer to why we are being denied funds that are being 
applied for.  Kathe Wilson will contact State’s Attorney, Ben Roe and ask for clarification on the 
matter.  Each member is going to speak to county board members of the Finance Committee and 
Health Education and Welfare Committee and express their concern that the matter is not being 
handled in the correct way. 
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Dorothy Bowers brought to the Boards attention why the two new board members  
(William Welty and John Finfrock) were resigning is that in viewing the Community Mental 
Health Act on the second page 1873 about halfway down the page it reads that only one 
County Board Member shall be a member of the governing board.  Discussion regarding 
the replacement of the two 708 Board Members that are handing in their resignations followed.  
Kathe Wilson moved to request the Chairman of the County Board appoint the two new 
708 Board Members now instead of waiting for the process to develop.  Louise Hall 
seconded.  After discussing this matter Kathe Wilson amended her motion to add please give 
strong consideration to the recent applicants.  Louise Hall seconded.  On Roll Call vote 
Seth – No, Louise – Yes, Kathe – No, Dorothy – No, Laura – No, Wendy – No and Tom – 
Yes.  Motion failed five no and two yes. 
 
New Business: 
 
By-Laws were reviewed motion was made by Seth McCanse to approve the Ogle County 
Community Health 708 Board By-Laws as presented.  Seconded by Dorothy Bowers.   
 
Human Services Directory information was divided among the members to call and confirm 
information before the next meeting and Agency Brochure are being reviewed for any changes 
and corrections by the agencies. 
 
Kathe Wilson and Tom Smith will review three Year Plan and any changes or revisions brought 
back to the next meeting. 
 
After discussion regarding Mid Year Report a motion was made by Seth McCanse to have a 
one year moratorium on the Mid Year Report.FY 2012.  Second by Wendy Howarter.  
Motion carried seven ayes, no nays and two absent. 
 
A policy needs to be set for the destruction and retention of records and Tom Smith will work 
with Cecilia Zimmerman regarding setting up a policy to follow. 
 
Agency reports: 
 
Craig Carpenter of the Village of Progress – Craig Carpenter reported that they have had a 
number of Special Ed Students (15 of them from around the county) recently working through 
the SORE Program, which has been in place for three years now.  The older students 18-22 that 
are still involved in special education can attend school and do transitional types of things for 
them to do and they might come from one to five days a week to the Village of Progress and 
most of them are involved in our regular programs. 
These students are paid for their time at work and it looks like it will become a great feeder 
system for us.  Once these people do graduate I am afraid that the state will not pick them up and 
they will be dropped.  We will still call on them if we have work that they can do and try to keep 
them involved.  Currently Wahl Clipper is still giving us work and we are able to keep these 
students busy. 
 
Craig had gone to the library and looked for information regarding the original referendum of 
1968 and made copies for everyone.  (see attached) 
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Ruth Carter Director of Hope – Ruth Carter reported that they Cathy is now the Transitional 
Housing Advocate and we are looking for a person to take over as the Emergency Shelter 
Coordinator.  We have a new intern working for us and she also works at the probation office, 
which is good because she has connections at the county level.  At the present time wee have 26 
people in shelter, which is a large number. 
 
We held an open house at the transitional housing and invited everyone who has helped at all to 
come and see the end project.  Special recognition was given to Don Kinn and the Probation 
Department for their consistent help in seeing this project through. 
 
 Lorrie Bearrows of Ogle County Hospice – Lorrie Bearrows reported that Ogle County 
Hospice is the only hospice out of the 14 hospices in the area that do Bereavement Care.  It is 
one of the requirements if you are a hospice organization and she presented a list of all these 
hospice organizations to us.  They are just published in the Ogle County Life an article on How 
to Choose a Hospice.   
Lorrie Bearrows reminded us that the agencies that we support are Jewels of Ogle County and 
wants to make everyone aware of the devaluation and the destruction of the Family Unit that is 
causing horrible problems from birth all the way to death.  We see people that are virtually 
abandoned within their home setting and because of the laws, rules and etc nothing really can be 
done about it.  Trying to meet the needs of the terminally ill and the cycle social needs has 
become more and more and more difficult of these services to do what we do. 
 
We have five programs going Coffee gathering, Movie Night, Lunch and Learn, Walking 
Program and Out to Dinner all are going very well.  Kathy Warren the Bereavement Coordinator 
has a real knack for bringing people together.  They are real excited to see the number of people 
that are participating.  Our Movie Night has now been divided into two groups because we have 
to many for one evening. 
 
Susan Loyd of Lutheran Social Services of Illinois – Susan Loyd reported DHS has sent an e-
mail stating that they will be funding the same amount as last year one day and then the next day 
something else comes through.  I guess we will have to wait until October 31st to find out what 
they are really planning on giving us. 
 
Susan Loyd reported that during the summer they do not have as much contact with juveniles but 
once school starts they start seeing Youth Services to pick up and more and more referrals. 
 
Kathleen Kurtz and Patti Mook of Easter Seals Children’s Development Center – Patty 
Hobbs, Family Support Specialist at Easter Seals has been there for 12 years reported that due to 
the lack of funding it has became very hard to keep providing services to those in need with all 
the budget cuts we have gone from four people to one to carry out the programs.  Department of 
Rehabilitation Services is planning to cut hours of services and I have been working very hard to 
help our families in Ogle County.  I am looking for Special Education Advocacy help and 
Behavioral Support.  It is very hard on the families. 
 
Our fall retreat for Moms is coming up and we are working on this.  A group called Stillman 
Valley Gives Back is one of our sponsors.  At the present time we have 20 moms registered and 
four are from Ogle County.  If moms take care of themselves they are better providers to their 
siblings.  We provide lots of information at these retreats. 
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Kim James of Sinnissippi Centers, Inc – Kim James reminded everyone to vote on R.K.Dixon 
has a $15,000 grant that they are offering to not for profit agencies like you and ours have to put 
together an application and then it is voted on by computer entries.   
 
They have been awarded the Community that Cares five year grant at a meeting the other day 
they talked about the screening and the assessment tools and the list goes on and on for different 
populations to serve and there are about nineteen partners in this screening grant for additional 
assessment.  It is very exciting. 
 
We now have two new youth groups in Oregon and Rochelle Offices the group is for adolescent 
teen girls, which have a personality disorder. 
 
Dorothy Bowers commented on the fact that the HEW Committee is planning to cut the budget 
by 10% from last years budget.  The committee does not understand that the Ogle County 
Community Mental Health 708 Board is a stand-alone referendum.  How can they not give us 
what we are requested?   
 
There being no objection the meeting was adjourned.

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ORDINANCE 2011-1008 
 


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 12 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF 
OGLE COUNTY, ILLINOIS, TO INCORPORATE A DIVISION 4, PROVIDING FOR 


THE SEIZURE AND IMPOUNDMENT OF VEHICLES USED IN CONNECTION WITH 
CERTAIN OFFENSES, THE IMPOSITION OF AN ADMINISTRATIVE FEE FOR THE 


RELEASE OF SUCH VEHICLES, AND IMPLENTATION OF ADMINISTRATIVE 
REVIEW OF SUCH ADMINISTRATIVE FEES 


 
WHEREAS, Illinois law directs or allows law enforcement agencies to seize and impound certain 
motor vehicles used in the commission of certain criminal or traffic offenses within their 
boundaries, subject to certain legal restrictions; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County of Ogle incurs financial costs associated with investigation of criminal 
offenses involving motor vehicles, and the towing, impounding, or seizing of motor vehicles used 
during the commission of criminal, traffic, or related offenses within the County; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County Board of Ogle County has determined that it is in the best interest of the 
citizens of the County to create an Administrative Fee to offset the costs associated with the 
towing, impounding, or seizing of motor vehicles used during the commission of criminal, traffic, 
or related offenses within the County. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby ordained by the Ogle County Board as follows:  
 
Chapter 12, Traffic and Vehicle Regulations, shall be amended to add DIVISION 4, SEIZED 
AND IMPOUNDED VEHICLES, to read in its entirety as follows:

12-4-1: TITLE: This Division shall be known, cited and referred to as the "Vehicle Impound 
Ordinance of Ogle County."  
 
12-4-2: PURPOSE: The purpose of this article is to offset the costs incurred in the preparing, 
prosecuting, hearing, and disposing of criminal and traffic cases, and recover the costs associated 
with the towing, impounding, or seizing of motor vehicles used during the commission of 
criminal, traffic, or other offenses within the County of Ogle, outside the corporate limits of any 
municipality.  
 
12-4-3: CONSTRUCTION: In the construction of this article, the definitions hereunder shall be 
observed and applied, except when the context clearly indicates otherwise: 
(a) Words used in the present tense shall include the future tense; words used in the singular 
number shall include the plural number; words used in the masculine gender shall include the 
female gender; and such inclusive words shall be reciprocal. 
(b) The word "may" is permissive or discretionary. 
(c) The word "shall" is mandatory and not discretionary. 
 
12-4-4: DEFINITIONS: For the purposes of this article, the words and phrases listed hereunder 
have the meanings designated herein, except when a particular context clearly requires a different 
meaning: 
County is the County of Ogle, Illinois. 
Law enforcement officer means every officer authorized make arrests and issue citations for 
criminal and traffic offenses occurring within the County. 
Person means an individual, firm, organization, public or private corporation, government, 
partnership or unincorporated association. 
Registered Owner means the record title holder(s) of the vehicle as properly registered with the 
Illinois Secretary of State, or if registered in a state other than Illinois, record title holder as 
properly registered with the administrative agency responsible for registration in that state. 
Lessee means the person authorized by a written lease agreement to possess the vehicle and as 
properly registered with the Illinois Secretary of State, or if registered in a state other than 
Illinois, as properly registered with the administrative agency responsible for registration in that 
state. 
 
12-4-5: VEHICLES SUBJECT TO IMPOUNDMENT: Any motor vehicle, regardless of 
whether the Registered Owner or Lessee is operating said vehicle, within the County of Ogle, 
State of Illinois, and outside the corporate limits of any municipality, shall be subject to seizure 
and impoundment under this section, any time said vehicle is used in connection with of one or 
more of the following offenses:    
 
A.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle in connection with the commission of, or in the 


attempt to commit, an offense for which a motor vehicle may be seized and forfeited 
pursuant to Section 36-1 of the Criminal Code of 1961, as now enacted and as amended 
from time to time; or  
 


B.  Driving Under the Influence of alcohol, another drug or drugs, an intoxicating compound 
or compounds, or any combination thereof, in violation of 625 ILCS 11-501, as now 
enacted and as amended from time to time; or 
 


C. Operation or use of a motor vehicle in connection with the commission of, or in the 
attempt to commit, a felony or in violation of the Cannabis Control Act, 720 ILCS 550/et 
seq. as now enacted and as amended from time to time; or 







 
D.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle in connection with the commission of, or in the 


attempt to commit, an offense in violation of the Illinois Controlled Substances Act 720 
ILCS 570 et seq., as now enacted and as amended from time to time; or 


 
E.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle in connection with the commission of, or in the 


attempt to commit, an offense in violation of Section 24-1, 24-1.5, or 24-3.1 of the 
Criminal Code of 1961, as now enacted and as amended from time to time; or 


 
F.  Driving while a driver's license, permit, or privilege to operate a motor vehicle is 


suspended or revoked pursuant to 625 ILCS 5/6-303, as now enacted and as amended 
from time to time; except that vehicles shall not be subjected to seizure or impoundment 
if the suspension is for an unpaid citation (parking or moving) or due to failure to comply 
with emission testing; or 
 


G.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle in connection with soliciting, possessing, or 
attempting to solicit or possess cannabis or a controlled substance, as defined by the 
Cannabis Control Act or the Illinois Controlled Substances Act, as now enacted and as 
amended from time to time; or 
 


H.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle with an expired driver's license, in violation of 625 
ILCS 5/6-101, as now enacted and as amended from time to time, if the period of 
expiration is greater than one year; or 
 


I.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle without ever having been issued a driver's license or 
permit, in violation of 625 ILCS 5/6-101, as now enacted and as amended from time to 
time, or operating a motor vehicle without ever having been issued a driver's license or 
permit due to a person's age; or 


 
J.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle by a person against whom a warrant has been issued 


by a circuit clerk in Illinois for failing to answer charges that the driver violated 625 
ILCS 5/6-101, 625 ILCS 5/6-303, or 625 ILCS 5/11-501, as now enacted and as amended 
from time to time; or 


 
K.  Operation or use of a motor vehicle in connection with the commission of, or in the 


attempt to commit, an offense in violation of Article 16 or 16A of the Criminal Code of 
1961, as now enacted and as amended from time to time; or  
 


L  Operation or use of a motor vehicle in the commission of, or in the attempt to commit, 
the offense of Fleeing to Elude a Police Officer, in violation of 625 ILCS 5/11-204.1, as 
now enacted and as amended from time to time; or 
 


M. Any other offense now codified or subsequently enacted, that directs or authorizes a law 
enforcement officer to seize, impound, or tow the motor vehicle in question. 


 
12-4-6: ADMINISTRATIVE FEE:  An Administrative Fee in the amount of Three Hundred 
Fifty Dollars ($350.00) shall be imposed on the Registered Owner or Lessee of any Motor 
Vehicle impounded under this Division.   
 
A.  Said fee is to serve as a proxy for the actual administrative costs incurred by the County 


and County agencies as the result of towing and impounding of vehicles, and the 







preparing, prosecuting, hearing, and disposing of criminal or traffic cases involving the 
use of motor vehicles. 


 
B. The Administrative Fee shall be in addition to (1) any other penalties that may be 


assessed by a court of law for the underlying violations; (2) any towing or storage fees, or 
both, charged by the towing company; and (3) any Hearing Officer Fee imposed under 
Section 13. 


 
C. If there exists more than one Registered Owner or Lessee of the vehicle in question, each 


Registered Owner or Lessee shall be jointly and severally liable to the County for the 
Administrative Fee. 


 
D. Any funds collected under this Division as an Administrative Fee shall be used at the 


discretion of the Sheriff, and may be used for law enforcement related activities including 
the purchase or maintenance of police vehicles, equipment, or training. 


 
12-4-7:  COMMENCEMENT OF IMPOUNDMENT: Whenever a law enforcement officer has 
probable cause to believe that a motor vehicle is subject to impoundment, under Section 5, the 
officer shall provide for the towing of the vehicle to a facility authorized by the County.  Said 
vehicle shall be impounded and held until such time the Administrative Fee is paid or the vehicle 
is subject to release under the provisions of this Division. 
 
12-4-8: NOTICE OF SEIZURE AND IMPOUNDMENT:  Upon seizure and impoundment, 
the law enforcement officer shall provide notice as directed under this Section. 
 
A. Initial Notice. At the time the vehicle is towed, the officer shall notify, or make a 


reasonable attempt to notify, the Registered Owner, Lessee, or person identifying himself 
or herself as the owner or lessee of the vehicle, or any person who is found to be in 
control of the vehicle at the time of the alleged offense, of the fact of the seizure, and of 
the Registered Owner's or Lessee's right to an Administrative Hearing. 


  
(1)  Any notice under this Section shall be in writing, and said notice shall indicate 


that the motor vehicle will remain impounded pending the completion of an 
administrative hearing, unless the Registered Owner, Lessee, or a lienholder of 
record posts, with the Sheriff, a bond equal to the Administrative Fee and 
Hearing Officer Fee, as provided by ordinance, and pays for all towing and 
storage charges. 


 
(2) Said notice shall inform the recipient of the right to an Administrative Hearing, 


and shall provide instructions on the exercise of that right. 
 
B.  If a Registered Owner or Lessee is found to be a passenger or driver of any vehicle seized 


under this Division, then he/or she shall be personally served with written notice under 
this section.   


 
C.  If no Registered Owner or Lessee is found to be a passenger or driver of any vehicle 


seized under this Division, then the written notice shall be served on the Registered 
Owner or Lessee, either by personal service or by first class mail, to the address as 
registered with the Secretary of State; 
 







(1)  All notices shall be served upon the Registered Owner or Lessee within 5 days 
after a vehicle is seized and impounded; and 


 
(2)  Said notice shall indicate that the motor vehicle will remain impounded pending 


the completion of an Administrative Hearing, unless the Registered Owner, 
Lessee, or a lienholder of record posts, with the Sheriff, a bond equal to the 
Administrative Fee and Hearing Officer Fee as provided by ordinance, and pays 
for all towing and storage charges. 


 
12-4-9: CASH BOND:  The Registered Owner, lessee, or a lienholder of record of any vehicle 
seized pursuant to this subsection may retrieve the vehicle seized prior to the evidentiary hearing 
by posting a cash bond at the Ogle County Sheriff’s Office, in addition to the payment of 
applicable towing and storage fees. 
 
A.   The bond shall be an amount totaling the Administrative Fee and Hearing Officer Fee 


established in Section 6 and Section 13 of this Division. 
 
B.  Upon posting of bond, the vehicle shall be released to the Registered Owner, Lessee, or 


the lienholder of record who posted said bond. 
 
C.  Any bond posted under this section shall be retained by Ogle County Sheriff, until the 


disposition of the Administrative Hearing held under Section 11 of this Division. 
 
12-4-10: ADMISSION OF LIABILITY:  The Registered Owner or Lessee of any vehicle 
seized pursuant to this Division may retrieve the vehicle seized prior to the evidentiary hearing by 
admitting liability to the County for the Administrative Fee, and, in addition to the payment of 
applicable towing and storage fees, remits the full amount of the Administrative Fee established 
in Section 6 of this Division.  Said Admission of Liability shall be deemed a waiver of the 
Administrative Hearing, and upon the entry of an Admission of Liability, any Administrative 
Hearing scheduled shall be waived and cancelled.   
 
 
12-4-11: ADMINISTRATIVE HEARING: Subject to the provisions of 625 ILCS 5/11-208.3, 
and in a manner consistent with other statutes or ordinances regulating administrative hearings, a 
Registered Owner or Lessee may request an Administrative Hearing to review the imposition of 
the Administrative Fee under this Division. 
 
A. Request for Hearing.  A Registered Owner or Lessee of any vehicle seized pursuant to 


this Division may request a hearing within ten (10) business days of the date of seizure 
and impoundment.   


 
 (1) All Requests for Hearing shall be in writing and must include the following: 
   


a. The name of the Registered Owner or Lessee making the Request for 
Hearing; 


 
b.   The name of any Registered Owner or Lessee having an interest in the 


seized vehicle; 
 
  c.   The make, model, and registration number of the vehicle seized; 
 







  d. The date and location of the seizure; and 
 


e. The identity of the driver who was operating or in control of the vehicle 
at the time of seizure. 


 
B. Waiver of Hearing.  Unless the Registered Owner or Lessee properly delivers a Request 


for Hearing within the time allowed under this Section, said hearing shall be deemed 
waived, and any right to an Administrative Hearing shall be forfeited.  


 
C.  Notice of Administrative Hearing. Upon receiving a Request for Hearing, the Sheriff shall 


provide written notice that the motor vehicle will remain impounded pending the 
completion of an administrative hearing, unless the Registered Owner, Lessee, or a 
lienholder of record posts, with the Sheriff, a bond equal to the Administrative Fee and 
Hearing Officer Fee, as provided by ordinance, and pays for all towing and storage 
charges. 
 
(1)  This written notice shall be served upon the Registered Owner, Lessee, and any 


lienholder of record, 
  
(2)   The written notice shall be served either by personal service or by first class mail 


to the address as registered with the Secretary of State; 
 
(3)  All notices shall be served upon the Registered Owner, Lessee, and any 


lienholder of record within five (5) business days after the Request for Hearing is 
received; and 


 
(4)  The written notice shall contain the date, time, and location of the Administrative 


Hearing.  An initial hearing shall be scheduled not less than seven (7) days and 
no more than 45 days after the date of the mailing of the notice of hearing. 


 
 
C. ADMINISTRATIVE HEARING OFFICER. The Administrative Hearing shall be 


conducted by a hearing officer designated by the County, who is an attorney licensed to 
practice law in this State for a minimum of 3 years.  


 
D: The party challenging the imposition of the Administrative Fee shall be responsible for 


the costs associated with use of the Administrative Hearing Officer, as described in 
section 13 of this Division. 


 
E. The party challenging the hearing must appear personally or through a licensed attorney.  


A failure of the challenging party to appear shall result in a default ruling sustaining the 
vehicle impoundment. 


 
F. All interested persons shall be given a reasonable opportunity to be heard at the hearing.  
 
G. The formal rules of evidence shall not apply and hearsay evidence shall be admissible. 
 
H. The burden shall be on the party challenging the Administrative Fee to prove one of the 


available defenses by preponderance of the evidence. 
 







I. At the conclusion of the Administrative Hearing, the hearing officer shall issue a written 
decision either sustaining or overruling the vehicle impoundment. 


 
I. If the basis for the vehicle impoundment is sustained by the Administrative Hearing 


Officer, any Administrative Fee, Hearing Officer Fee, or bond posted to secure the 
release of the vehicle shall be forfeited to the County. 


  
K. Unless the Administrative Hearing Officer overturns the basis for the vehicle 


impoundment, no vehicle shall be released to the Registered Owner, Lessee, or lienholder 
of record until all Administrative Fees, Hearing Officer Fees, and towing and storage 
charges are paid. 


 
L.  If the Administrative Hearing Officer overturns the basis for the vehicle impound, the 


vehicle shall be released to the Registered Owner, Lessee, or lienholder of record 
challenging such fee, provided all towing and storage charges are paid.  The 
Administrative Hearing Officer does not have the authority to waive towing and storage 
charges. 


 
 
12-4-12: DEFENSES:  At any hearing reviewing the imposition of the Administrative Fee, the 
Administrative Hearing Officer shall only consider defenses recognized by this Section. 
 
A.  There shall only be three recognized defenses to the imposition of the Administrative 


Fee:  
 
1.  The vehicle was stolen at the time the illegal item was found in the vehicle, and 


the theft was reported within 24 hours after the theft was discovered or 
reasonably should have been discovered;  


 
2.  The vehicle was operating as a common carrier and the violation occurred 


without the knowledge of the person in control of the vehicle; or  
 
3.  The vehicle was not used in connection with an offense described in Section 5 of 


this Division. 
 


B. Notwithstanding the limitations set forth in paragraph A of this Section, the following 
circumstances shall NOT constitute a defense to the imposition of the Administrative 
Fee: 
 
1.  The Registered Owner, Lessee, or lienholder of record was not the driver of the 


vehicle during the commission of the offense in question; 
 
2.  Any criminal charge related to the incident giving rise to the impoundment has 


been adjudicated not guilty; 
 
3.  Any criminal charge related to the incident giving rise to the impoundment has 


been dismissed or otherwise disposed of; or 
 
4.  Any other circumstance not specified in paragraph A of this Section. 
 
 







12-4-13:  HEARING OFFICER FEE:  The party challenging the imposition of the 
Administrative Fee shall be responsible for the costs associated with use of the Administrative 
Hearing Officer.  Said fee shall be $150.00, and shall be used to pay for the costs associated with 
the use of the Administrative Hearing Officer, subject to the following: 
 
A.   If the party challenging the imposition of the Administrative Fee posts bond under 


Section 9, the Hearing Officer Fee must be included in said bond. 
 
B. If the Registered Owner or Lessee of any vehicle seized pursuant to this Division admits 


liability under Section 10, provided said admission occurs more than 48 hours prior to the 
scheduled Administrative Hearing, no Hearing Officer Fee shall be assessed.  A failure to 
admit liability and waive the Administrative Hearing in a timely manner will result in the 
imposition of the Hearing Officer Fee on the Registered Owner of the Motor Vehicle in 
question.   


 
C. If no Admission of Liability or waiver of Administrative Hearing is received prior to the 


deadline described in paragraph B of this section, the Hearing Officer Fee shall be 
imposed on the Registered Owner of the Motor Vehicle in question.   


 
D. If the Administrative Hearing Officer overturns the basis for the vehicle impound, no 


Hearing Officer Fee shall be assessed, and any previously posted Hearing Officer Fee 
shall be refunded.  


 
E. Every Registered Owner of the subject vehicle shall be jointly and severally liable to the 


County for any Hearing Officer Fee imposed under this Division.  
 


 
12-4-14:  ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW LAW:  All Administrative Hearing rulings shall be 
subject to review under the provisions of the Administrative Review Law, as codified at 735 ILCS 
5/3-101 et seq. 
 
12-4-15:  ENFORCEMENT: Unless stayed by a court of competent jurisdiction, any 
administrative fee imposed under this Division which remains unpaid in whole or in part after the 
expiration of the deadline for seeking judicial review under the Administrative Review Law may 
be enforced in the same manner as a judgment entered by a court of competent jurisdiction. 
 
12-4-16: ABANDONED VEHICLES: Vehicles not retrieved from the towing facility or storage 
facility within 35 days after the Administrative Hearing Officer issues a written decision shall be 
deemed abandoned and disposed of in accordance with the provisions of Article II of Chapter 4 of 
the Illinois Vehicle Code. 
 
12-4-17: SEVERABILITY: If any provisions in this section or the application thereof is held to 
be unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such ruling shall not 
affect any other provisions of this Division not specifically included in such ruling or which can 
be given effect without the unconstitutional or invalid provision or application; and to this end, 
the provisions of this Division are declared severable. 
 
12-4-18:  REPEAL OF INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES:  All ordinances or parts of 
ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are herby repealed.  All other portions and provisions of 
the Code of Ordinances, and any and all subsequent amendments hereto not in conflict herewith, 
shall remain in full force and effect.

ORDINANCE 2011-1007 
 


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF 
OGLE COUNTY, ILLINOIS, TO INCORPORATE A DIVISION 10, PROVIDING FOR 


INCREASED SHERIFF’S FEES RELATED TO CERTAIN SERVICES 
 


WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/4-5001 sets certain Sheriff’s fees associated with the cost of the 
sheriff providing various services; and 
 
WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/4-5001 authorizes County Boards to impose, by Ordinance, 
increased fees for the sole purpose of defraying the cost of the sheriff providing services; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, a cost study has been completed, and said cost study shows that the current fees and 
those established under 55 ILCS 5/4-5001 are not sufficient to cover the costs of providing 
certain services; and 
 
WHEREAS, said cost study justifies a Thirty-eight dollar ($38.00) increase of the Civil 
Process and Return Fee; and 
 
WHEREAS, said cost study justifies a Twenty-five dollar ($25.00) increase of the Accident 
Reports Fee; and 
 
WHEREAS, said cost study justifies a Twenty-nine dollar and twenty-three cent ($29.23) 
increase of the Arrest Warrant Fee; and 
 
WHEREAS, said cost study justifies a One Hundred dollar ($100.00) increase of the Inmate

WHEREAS, said cost study justifies a One Hundred Six dollar and seventy-three dollar 
($106.73) increase of the Stand-By Fee; and 
 
WHEREAS, said cost study justifies a Fifty-Three dollar ($53.00) increase of the Failure to 
Appear Warrant Fee; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County Board of Ogle County has determined that it is in the best interest of the 
citizens of the County to increase Sheriff’s fees for these certain services for the sole purpose of 
defraying the cost of providing these services; and 
 
WHEREAS, the County Board of Ogle County has previously set fees for mileage and additional 
service fees; and. 
 
WHEREAS, the County Board of Ogle County has determined that it is in the best interest of the 
citizens of the County to incorporate previously set fees for mileage and additional service fees in 
this ordinance. 
 
 
NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby ordained by the Ogle County Board as follows:

12-4-1: TITLE: This Division shall be known, cited and referred to as the "Increased 
Sheriff’s Fees Ordinance of Ogle County."  
 
12-4-2: PURPOSE: The purpose of this article is to defray the cost associated with the 
Sheriff providing certain services. 
 
12-4-3: INCREASED FEES:  Subject to the provisions of this division, the Sheriff shall 
charge fees authorized, set, or established by statute or ordinance, now existing or as 
amended or passed from time to time, including those specified in 55 ILCS 5/4-5001.   
 


A.  In addition to fees authorized or created by statute or other ordinance, the 
Sheriff shall charge increased fees for the following services and, 
excluding mileage fees, in the respective amounts: 


 
   1) Civil Process and Return Fee …..$60.00   
 
   2) Accident Reports……...……..….$30.00 
 
   3) Arrest Warrant………………......$75.00 
 
   4) Inmate Court Appearance Fee….$100.00 
 
   5) Stand-by Fee (not Sheriff Sales)...$161.73 per hour (each deputy) 
 
   6) Failure to Appear Warrant Fee....$75.00 
 


B.   Mileage Fees.  Subject to any limitations contained in 55 ILCS 5/4-5001, 
Mileage Fees shall be assessed in addition to other fees under this section, 
as well as other fees authorized or created by statute or ordinance.

D.  Nothing in this Division invalidates or prohibits the Sheriff from charging 


other fees set by other statute or ordinance. 
 
 
2-10-4: SEVERABILITY: If any provisions in this section or the application thereof is 
held to be unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such 
ruling shall not affect any other provisions of this Division not specifically included in 
such ruling or which can be given effect without the unconstitutional or invalid provision 
or application; and to this end, the provisions of this Division are declared severable.
