Re: Enacting Fee to Support Ogle County Drug Court

WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/5-1101(f) provides, in pertinent part, that in each County in
which a Drug Court program has been created, a County may adopt a mandatory fee of up to

$5.00 to be assessed pursuant to statute; and

WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 3/5-1101(f) further provides that assessments collected by the Clerk
ofthe Circuit Court pursuant to statute and ordinance or resolution must be deposited into an account

specifically for the operation and administration of a Drug Court program; and

WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/5-1101(f) further provides that the Clerk of the Circuit Court shall
collect the fees to the Drug Court program monthly, less 5%, which is to be retained as fee income

to the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court; and

WHEREAS, 55 ILCS 5/5-1101(f) further provides that the fees collected are to be paid as
follows: '

1. A fee of up to $5.00 paid by the defendant on a judgment of guilty or grant
of supervision for violation of the Illinois Vehicle Code or violations of similar
provisions contained in County or municipal ordinances committed in the County; -

2. A fee of up to $5.00 paid by the defendant on a judgment of guilty or grant
of supervision under Section 5-9-1 of the Unified Code of Corrections for a
felony; for a Class A, Class B, or Class C misdemeanor; for a petty offense and
for a business offense; and

WHEREAS, there presently exists in Ogle County a program, known as the Ogle County
Drug Court, whose program and goals the Ogle County Board Supports.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the County of Ogle, that a mandatory fee of
$5.00 is hereby established and assessed pursuant to 55 ILCS 5/5-1101(f); and ‘

BEIT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the County of Ogle, that the assessments collected by the
Clerk of the Circuit Court pursuant to statute and this resolution shall be deposited into an account
maintained by the Ogle County Treasurer specifically for the operation and administration of the

Drug Court; and

BEIT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the County of Ogle, that the Clerk of the Circuit Court
 shall collect the fees to the Drug Court program monthly, less 5%, which is to be retained into the

Circuit Court Clerk Operation and Administrative Fund; and






BEIT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the County of Ogle, that the fees collected are to be paid
as follows:

1. A fee of up-to $5.00 paid by the defendant on a judgment of guilty or grant
of supervision for violation of the Illinois Vehicle Code or violations of similar
provisions contained in County or municipal ordinances committed in the County;

2. A fee of up to $5.00 paid by the defendant on a judgment of guilty or grant
of supervision under Section 5-9-1 of the Unified Code of Corrections for a
felony; for a Class A, Class B, or Class C misdemeanor; for a petty offense and
for a business offense; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the County of Ogle, that the effective date of the
provisions of this Resolution shall be SM 1 ,2010.

RESOLUTION GRANTING REAL ESTATE TAX ABATEMENT
TO PROJECT LOVE

WHEREAS, the Illinois Property Tax Code, 35 ILCS 200/18-165 (“Act”),
provides that any taxing district may, after the determination of the assessed valuation of
its property, order the County Clerk to abate any portion of its taxes on the property of
any commercial or industrial firm locating within the taxing district during the
immediately preceding year from another state, territory, or country, or having been
newly created within this State during the immediately preceding year, or expanding an
existing facility or the number of its employees, within limits set forth therein; and

WHEREAS, this taxing district concurs with the intent of the Act to induce
commercial and industrial firms to locate within the taxing district from outside the State
or to expand their existing facilities or number of employees, by offering financial
incentives in the form of property tax abatements; and

WHEREAS, a request has been made to this taxing district to abate a portion of
the taxes on property commonly known as Project Love bearing property tax
identification numbers: 24-25-476-018; and

WHEREAS, this taxing district finds and declares that the property qualifies for
the requested tax abatement under the Act and that the request should be granted,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDAINED that the County
Clerk for the County of Ogle is hereby directed to abate the real estate taxes of Ogle
County for the following properties: 24-25-476-018 as follows:

1. The abatement shall be for three (3) consecutive years, beginning with

the real estate taxes for the first full year of the facility’s industrial or commercial
operation (or in the case of an expansion, the first full year of the expanded facility’s
operation), payable in the year following.

2. The abatement shall apply only to-property taxes for this taxing district
and only to that portion of the increased property taxes resulting from an increase in
assessed valuation attributable to new physical improvements on the subject property.

3. The percentage abatement shall be as follows:

'90% for the first year
75% for the second year
60% for the third year

4. The total abatements for the subject property for all taxing districts may
not exceed the total aggregate amount of $4,000,000.00.






5. The County Board Chairman is authorized and directed to take all
further actions to effectuate this Resolution, including the transmittal of a certified copy
of this Resolution to the Ogle County Clerk, togethier with a letter directing the Ogle
County Clerk to abate the taxes on the subject property in accordance with this
Resolution. ‘
