WHEREAS, Ogle County adopted Resolution 2010-0512 on May 18, 2010 allocating to the Greater
Rochelle Economic Development Corporation the full $4,409,000 Recovery Zone Facility Bond allocation
set aside for private economic development projects in Ogle County under the American Recovery and

Reinvestment Tax Act of 2009; and

WHEREAS, GREDCO issued a letter to the Ogle County Board on November 8, 2010 stating that selecting

RESOLUTION
REALLOCATING COUNTY OF OGLE
RECOVERY ZONE FACILITY BOND ALLOCATION
TO THE ILLINOIS FINANCE AUTHORITY

WHEREAS, Section 1401 of Title I of Division B of the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009, Pub. L. No. 111-5 Stat. 115 2009 ("ARRA") authorizes state and
local governments to issue Recovery Zone Facility Bonds; and

WHEREAS, Recovery Zone Facility Bonds may be use to finance certain "recovery zone
property," as such term is defined in ARRA; and

WHEREAS, the term "Recovery Zone" means: (1) any area designated by the issuer as
having significant poverty, unemployment, rate of home foreclosures or general distress; (2) any
area designated by the issuer as economically distressed by reason of the closure or realignment
of a military installation pursuant to the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of 1990, and
(3) any area for which a designation as an empowerment zone or renewal community is in effect
as of the effective date of ARRA, which effective date is Febroary 17, 2009; and

WHEREAS, Recovery Zone Facility Bonds must be issued before January 1, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the County of Ogle ("County") received the following allocation for
calendar year 2010 for Recovery Zone Facility Bonds from the federal government: $4,409,000;

and

WHEREAS, the County has not used the following portion of such recovery zone facility
bond allocation ("Remaining Volume Cap"): $4,409,000 and may allocate the Remaining
Volume Cap in any reasonable mamner as the County shall determine in good faith at its
discretion for use for eligible costs of recovery zone property; and

WHEREAS, the County Board of the County of Ogle ("County Board") has determined
that it is in the best interest of the residents of the County and the residents of the State of Illinois
to reallocate and waive the Remaining Volume Cap to the Illinois Finance Authority, as designee
of the State of Illinois, in accordance with the provisions of 20 ILCS 3501/825-105 ("Act") to be
applied toward the issuance of recovery zone facility bonds ("Bonds") by the Illinois Finance
Authority to finance eligible costs of recovery zone property for a project; and

WHEREAS, this matter was discussed at the November 16, 2010 County Board meeting
and recommended by the County Board for approval;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY BOARD OF THE
COUNTY OF OGLE that the County hereby reallocates the Remaining Volume Cap to the
Illinois Finance Authority to be used by William Charles Energy, LLC or Rochelle Energy
Center, LLC, its successors, assigns or related persons (the "Borrower") for a project located in
Rochelle, Illinois, and the adoption of this Resolution shall be deemed to be an allocation of such

Remaining Volume Cap to the issuance of the Bonds;
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, the County hereby represents that it has taken no
action or issued bonds which would abrogate, diminish or impair its ability to fulfill the written

agreement, covenants and undertakings on its part under this Resolution;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT, the Chairman of the County Board is authorized,

empowered and directed to do all such acts and things and to execute all such documents and
y to further the purposes and intent of this Resolution, which may

Dear W. Ed Rice:

I am writing to ask for your help in maximizing expiring federal stimulus resources to
help finance projects that retain and create jobs in Illinois.

Lower cost financing through the Recovery Zone federal stimulus program

In February 2009, Congress authorized the issuance of Recovery Zone Economic
Development Bonds (“RZEDBs”) and Recovery Zone Facility Bonds (“RZFBs”, and
with RZEDBs, collectively the “Recovery Zone Bonds”). In doing so, it directly
allocated volume cap to all 102 Illinois counties and to eight Illinois cities with
populations over 100,000, dismissing in error statewide governmental issuers.

However, HB 2369 (Public Act 096-1010 (the “Act”)) allows all counties and cities to
voluntarily waive to the Illinois Finance Authority (the “IFA”) their unused volume cap
allocations of Recovery Zone Bonds in order to aggregate these resources.

IFA has the ability to issue these Recovery Zone Bonds as part of an economic
development program (the “Recovery Zone Programs”) to help retain and create jobs by
reducing the borrowing cost for qualified public and private projects. By federal law,
these Recovery Zone Programs expire on December 31, 2010.

IFA has projects ready and in need of these Recovery Zone Programs that can be
completed if your county or city waives any remaining, unused allocations before
December 31, 2010. IFA has the experience to quickly close these transactions.
